2,500 athletes (and their support teams) for the 2025 Intermountain Health IRONMAN 70.3 North American

Championship. This triathlon (swim, bike and run) starts at beautiful Sand Hollow State Park and finishes in downtown 

St. George, traversing 70.3 miles across Hurricane, Washington City, Ivins, and Snow Canyon State Park. 

This letter provides specific information for your neighborhood to help residents adjust plans to accommodate the race 
and to minimize impacts to your days. 

IN YOUR NEIGHBORHOOD … 
Expect road closures, delays, and detours from 5:00 AM to 1:00 PM. 

• There will be no access to SR9 / State Street from Telegraph.

• Residents on the east side of Telegraph must use Telegraph to access their homes. There will be no access via
SR9.

How to get around 

• Landfill Rd will be open, but the best access is from Washington Dam Road and Country Way.

• Fourteen Fairway is the access point for residents to Telegraph at this location (Slow Creek will be closed).
